• Location should be Option 2 – between basketball court and 
Bowling Green – over 55% in favour.

• It should have a traditional look and fit into the surroundings.
Also not be too high – over 55% in favour.

• It should be as environmentally friendly as possible (subject to
cost) – 50% in favour.

• Storage



• Between now and the beginning of September, draft 
plans will be drawn up for the site, building layout and 
elevation.

• The plans will be presented to the village in the Autumn 
for approval.

• Full building plans will be produced and a planning 
application will be submitted by the end of the year.

• Applications for grants will be made in 2009.
